Staff Review of Application for Completeness:You will be notified if anything is
missing from your application packet. When the pack complete and a date is set for
deciding your request, a total of thirteen (133 sétplans will be required.

Staff Review for Environmental Determination: Your project will be reviewed for any
possible environmental impacts. If additional infiation is required, we will notify you.
Staff Review of the Hillside Development Permit regest: Staff will examine the
application materials, including your plans, justifion statement and other information.
We will make one or more site visits, and may ccngarrounding property owners.
Decision on Request.A decision on your request will be made by thenRilag
Commission. The decision could be approval, apprasth conditions, continuation for
redesign, or denial. THE PLANNING COMMISSIONERS WILWVISIT YOUR SITE
PRIOR TO THE MEETING. BE SURE TO ARRANGE FOR OPEMTES, PENNING
OF ANIMALS, ACCESS TO SITE, ETC.

Appeal: If you or any person interested in the projecaglises with the outcome, the
decision can be appealed to the City Council. médion regarding the appeals process is
available at the Planning Department.

VI.  STORY POLE AND SITE MARKING REQUIREMENTS

Story poles are temporary frame structures used to visualizaitlree of a proposed permanent
structure. They shall be installed, and the site shall be markedrdag to the following
standards:

1. Procedure

a. Prior to formal project submittal,Zite Marking Plan shall be submittedto the City,
indicating the location and height of each story pole and/or othefesitigres and/or building
footing outline. Unless otherwise approved by the City, this plan shald®ed on the roof plan
combined with the site plan. No story poles shall be installed tilplan is approved by the
City as adequately showing the outline of the proposed building or other site features.
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b. Staff will not schedule a hearing until the story poles andelated installation
materials are in place.

2. Construction

a. Story poles shall be of sufficiently rigid and durable matesato last for at least 3
months. PVC pipe is not permitted.

b. Building eaves, ridges and other prominent horizontal features shadhbtucted with
materials specified above strung with durable pennant streamershalhte clearly
distinguished through use of different coldfforescent orange shall be used to denote
building ridges and florescent green shall be used to denote eaves.

C. Other site features and/or building footing outline shall be maokethe ground as
indicated on the approved Site Marking Plan.

3. Certification

a. Prior to story pole installation, the applicant shall sign aevabsolving the City of any
liability associated with the construction of, or damage by, thedeany story pole
construction.

b. The story poles shall be installed by a licensed contractor. offteactor, or a licensed
engineer, architect, or surveyor, shall complete and sign a City éartifying the
accuracy of the installation.

4, Removal

The story poles shall remain in place until the appeal period Ipag@xor until a City Council

appeal action has been made, whichever comes last. Removal shalvidtbt 3 days of that

date.
